Overview

This report provides parents and citizens with key facts
about our district's students, teachers, and resources and
how these elements come together to create the best
possible circumstances for teaching and learning. This
report is required by the federal law known as No Child
Left Behind (NCLB). While the law specifies many of the
facts we report here, we also disclose additional facts that we
feel are most relevant to our community, our student body,
and our mission.

Test results comprise the first half of our report. You'll find
both summary analyses of the California Standards Tests
(CST) and the California Achievement Test (CAT/6). The
more detailed analysis of the CST breaks out results by
student subgroups, ethnic groups, and grade.

We offer a range of facts about our teachers and students in
this report. You'll be able to see changes in our faculty and
student body over time and evaluate our teachers'
credentials, experience, and education. In addition, we
analyze the degree to which some of our students may be

less prepared to learn and therefore more costly to educate.

Our financial health is the subject of the last part of this
report. Key operating ratios and historical trends form the
core of this section. In this period of financial strain, our
district has weathered belt-tightening of many sorts. Our
intent has been to protect classroom instruction to the
greatest degree possible, and our hope has been that these
cuts have had the least possible effect on our students'
academic progress.

CALIFORNIA STANDARDS TESTS

Districtwide results on the CST for the spring 2005 test cycle
show that our students did not perform as well as their statewide
peers. Compared to statewide scores in all four subject areas, a
lower percentage of our students scored proficient and advanced
than students statewide.

The accompanying tables show three-year historical trends for
the core subject areas. Our students showed year-to-year gains
in all subject areas, with the biggest gains evident in history/
social science. Note that, in most cases, students take tests based
on their grade level. The exception is for eighth graders in
math. Those students take subject-specific tests based on the
courses that they have completed or are in the process of
completing.

CALIFORNIA STANDARDS TEST: MATH

Our students' participation rates in advanced math classes
(illustrated in the graph at right) show how effective we are at
challenging our students. Though a smaller percentage of our
eighth graders are taking algebra than the statewide average,
their performance surpassed their statewide peers by 12
percentage points, as shown in the graph below. Students in all
other grade levels did not perform as well as their peers
statewide.

Low-income and Hispanic/Latino students in our district
surpassed the state averages. The gap between the highest (Asian
American) and lowest (African American) scoring groups in our
district was 35 percentage points.

Our total enrollment has grown over the past
three years districtwide and across both school levels, with our
middle school enrollment showing the largest gains. The
number of English learners and compensatory education
students in our district has increased since 2003.

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FINANCIAL ANALYSIS

Compared with other elementary school districts, we took in
revenues at levels eleven percent under the state average, and
spent at a level that was fifteen percent below the state average.
This is viewed on a per-student basis, based on average daily
attendance (ADA). Of the major categories of expenses, the one
with the greatest dollar impact is teacher salaries (certificated).
Compared to the state average, we spent twelve percent less in
this category. Our spending on classified staft salaries and
services was also substantially lower than the average statewide.
On average, we spent slightly more on books and supplies than
did other elementary school districts statewide.
